2. Read and describe the newspaper accounts of the sinking of the Lusitania and the Gulfight. What are the dates of the attacks according to the newspaper articles? Why are both events covered in the May 13 edition? What are the similarities and the differences in the attacks? Locate this county on a map of Alabama. Where is Chatom located in relationship to the larger cities of Alabama? Describe the audience of this newspaper. 
3. Define the term propaganda. Read the account of the sinking of the Deutschland. Is the language in which this article is printed significant? Why or why not? Does this article contain propaganda? Why or why not? Compare the sinking of the Deutschland with the destruction of the Lusitania. What do these events have in common? How are these events different? Describe the audiences of the two newspapers. 
4. Read the account of the sinking of the Missourian. Is this a significant event? Is there a relationship between the sinking of the Missourian and the United States Senate's vote concerning the declaration of war? Why or why not? Describe the audiences of these newspapers. Is there a difference in coverage between the weekly newspaper and the daily newspaper? 
5. Examine the coverage of the sinking of the Lusitania with the coverage given to the sinking of the Missourian. What do these events have in common with each other? How do these events differ? 
6. Read and discuss the coverage of the Zimmermann note discovery in the Huntsville Daily Times and the Washington County News. Describe the situation as it was explained by the newspapers. What are the dates for these reports in the newspapers? According to the newspapers, on what date was the note actually intercepted? The U.S. declared war on April 6, 1917. Was the Zimmermann note important to the declaration of war? Why or why not? Are these articles based upon fact or upon opinion? Are editorial remarks made in the articles? Present examples from the articles to prove your positions.

ON LUSITANIA

SMEAR OF FLOTSAM ON FACE
OF SEA MARKS GRAVE OF
SUNKEN STEAMER.

SURVIVORS TELL GF DISASTER

One Hundred ~nd Forty-nine of 1200
Vého Perished Lie in Improvised
Morgue at Queenstown.

London. — Dispatch to the Ex-
change Telegraph Company from Liv-
erpool says the official list of survi-

vors of the Lusitenia includes the
names of 487 passengers and 274
crew.

Queenstown.—A smear of fotsam

on the face of a calm sea 23 miles
from this port marks the grave' of
the Cunarder Lusitania, vietim of &
German subniarie.

One hundred und forty-nine of the
1200 persons who perished with the
liner fie in improvised morgues in
old buildings that line the Queens-
town harbor. They elther were pick-
ed up dead or succumbed after land-

ing.
The 845 survivors of the disaster
here are guariered in hotels, residen-
wes and bospitals, some too badly hurt
to be moved. Two groups lett here
clad fu misit clothing for Dublin by
reil and thence by boat to Holy Head.
The ivjuries of some are so sericus
that additional deaths nre expected
and nearly all are 00 dazed to un-
derstand fully what has Lappened.
The survivors do not agree as to
whetlier the submarine fired one or
o torpedoes. A few say they suw
the periscope and many attcst to
racing the wake of the foum as &
proJectile raced toward the vessel.
The only points in which ail con-
our i3 that the. torpedo struck fhe
vessel a vital blow amidships, caus.
ing her o list alwost imuediately to
the starboard. In  this  carconing
fashion she plowed forward some dis-
tance smashing the left boat’s davits
as she did so and making the lnuncl
ing of boats well nigh impossible un-
Uil headway had been teasued. How
far the Lusitania siruggled forward
atter being struck and how long it
was before she disappeared beneath
the waves are points ou which few
passengers ugree, estimates of the
time she remained afoat ranging
from § to 20 minutes. The list to
starboard so elevated life boats on
the port side as to render them use-
less and it Is said only two on that
side were launched.
The first three, according to the
custom of the sea, was filled with wo-

ter unevenly, cepsizing and throwing
its 60 occupants into the sea. The
Lusitania_even - then was making
considerable headway and the women
and little children _were swept to
death in spite of the attempts of two
stokers to rescue them. These he-

roic men, according to passengers,
were drowned.
Alter that several boats were

launched successtully, but the steam.
or's list grew more porilous, the decks
slanting to such an angle that it was

imperative for all to cling to the
starboard rail. Many by this time
had donned Iife belts and jumped.

Several life boats broke adrift unoe-
cupied and the sea became a- froth
of oars, chairs, debris and human
bodies,

boat, dived overboard,
and pulled in

nearly 40 persons,
mostly women. The Lusitania’s crew
neanwkile adhered 0 the letter of in-
structions and the discipline - was
rigid, although one or tto subordi-

nate officers are said to have ttold a
Broup of passengers who had climbed
into a boat that there was no mine-
diate danger and advised them to re-
main on deck awbile longer. Wheth,
er this was due to the fact that the
subordinates lost their heads or to
their conviction no one knows.

In striking contrast to most is-
torle sea. disasters. the rate of mor-
tality smong fGretclass  passengers
seems to be heavier than among any
other class on board. A large pro-
portion of those saved are members
of the crow, but this Is not evidence
of luck of discipiine, as most of them
were picked up from the water. The
captain of & trawler who arrived in
the harbor soon efter the sectdent
with 146 survivors, mostly women and
childron, when reproached . for -not
staying longer on tho chascs of pik:

In face of subnurine atwcks, T+
pelia raids and the bombardment of
Dunkirk, which bring the war closer
home, England remaios calm as ever.
There are some, of cowrse, Who feol
ansiety over the western haitle line,
but generally, the fecling is oue of o
tmism based on seucess with which
the allies have withstood former At
tempts of the Germans to get through
to the ports,

The bombardment of Dunkirk which
was repeated, and which s resulted
in censideradle loss of ltie, has oRused
many women and children to leave
the town. The Germanms can reneat
the bombardment whevever they de-

sire with the big guns which formerly
were posted on the coast ta ward oft
attacks from the alifed fieet and which
have been moved toward Nieuport,
Still there is confidence that the navy
and armies will find a means of deal
ing with the guns.

On the remuinder of the western
front, tidings are comparatively qulet,
although the French appear to be still
on the offensive between the Meuss
aud the Moselle rivers, the Germans
claiming to have. repuised attacks
there. Conmsequently, with the. situa-
tion at the Dardanelles established, tn-
terest has turned agaln to the eastern
front and particularly to the Russlan
Baltic provinces which are belng raid:
ed by he Germans.

“The extent of this new raid has.not
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[image: image4.png]Dbeen disclosed. Although the Germans
announce tht the Russians evacuated
and burned Szarwle and retired to-
ward Mitwa, there is no evidenco of
any big battle belng fought, and the
Russians express confidence In thelr
ability to deal with this new diversion,

Along the Fast Prussian frontier and
in central Poland there has been & re-
newal of the fighting which the spring
floods interrupted, while in the Car-
pathians, where the zround is dryig,
the Russians and Austrians again are
contending for Uzsok pass. For the
moment the Russians bave turned their
offensive against the pass to attack
the Austrians who were threatening
their communications in the direction
of Stry. and have. according to (heir

for

report, won considerable success, cap-
turing two heights and a  number of
soners. They also claim to have re-
pulsed an attack by the Germans who
hold a fine near Wrszkow, further east-
ward.

It Is expected a big offensive soon
will be undertaken on the eastern
front, probably by the Germans, who
have been feeling their way toward the
Russian positions around the East
Prussian frontier, although this may
be a feint to hide a movement on some
other part of the line.

There is evidence in Athens dis-
patches that the allied fleet has resum-
ed the bombardment of the Darda-
melles, but there is no official confir-

Sinking Of The Liner' Laconia Another
Lusitania Affair In- Principle
Though Fewer Lives Lost

WAS SUNK WITHOUT WARNING

Killing Of American Women By Tor-
pedoeing Ship Furnishes “Overt
Act,” It Is Stated Officially

Washington.—The sinking of the Cu‘
sarder Laconia by a German subma-
ine was stated officially to constitute
a clearcut  violatlon - of . American
cights.

Conglusive ofictal information at the
state department shows that two Amer:
ican women lost their lives, that if
tour other Americans among the pas-
sengers and the 14 among the crew
were saved, it was only by good for-
tune, and"that the vessel was sunk
without warning in direct defiance of
all the principles for which the United
States' has stood. .

Vvivors show that the vessel was struck
by a first torpedo without warning at
10:30 at night, 150 miles off Fastnete.
The engine was stopped as thé ship
listed to starboard, wireless callg were
flashed broadcast and six rockets were
sent up.  Thirteen boats wifh'passen-
gers and. crew got away in & heavy
sea.

About tiventy minutes after the-firet
torpedo, the reports add, and. while
some of the boats were still nearby,
a second torpedo was driven inte the
vessel, which sank three-quartérs .of
an hour ater the original attack. The
small boats with survivors - pitched
about during the long hours of the
night until rescue ships came up. Dur-
ing this’time the two American Wom-
en, Mrs. Mary K. Hoy and Miss Eliza-
beth Hoy, of Chicago, died of expos:
ure and were buried at sea.- There
were several other deaths, not of Arver-
icans.

No turther facts are needed by this
government, it was stated officially.
Officials are entirely clear in their be-
liet that Germany has committed the
act which President Wilson has said
it was impossible for him to believe
she would commit. -

Berlin, Jan. 19, 1917.—On the 1st of
February we intend to begin subma-
rine warfare unrestricted. in spite of
this, it is.our intention to enceaver
to Kesp neutral the United States of
America,

It this attempt is not successful we
propose an alliance on the following
basis with Mexico: That we shall
make war together and together make
peace. We shall give goneral financial
support, and it is understood that
Mexico is to resonquer the lost terrl.
tory in New flexico, Texas and Ari-
zona. The details are left to you for
settlement,

You are instructed to inform the
president of Mexico of the above in
the greatest confidence as soon as it
is certain that there will be an out-
break of war with the United States,
and suggest that the president of Mex.
ico. on his cwn Initiative, should com.

unicate with Japan, stogesting ad-
ference at once to this plan; at the

e time offer to mediate between
Germany and Japan.

Please call to the attention of the
prosident of Mexico that the employ-
ment of ruthiess submarine warfare
now promises to compell England to
malke peace in a few months
